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National Philoptochos Approved $50,000 in Emergency Funding in Response to the

National President Arlene Siavelis Kehl, stated, "The ladies of Philoptochos are deeply saddened by the
tragic effects of the earthquake on Monday, February 6. We mourn the loss of life, and we pray for those
who have been injured and displaced.

The people of Turkey and Syria need our love and our support at this time and once
again, Philoptochos will answer the plea.”
